Comments 24, 106 – Accept
Note that Comment 106 was rejected in an earlier motion (doc 04/329), however we are now accepting it.
In Clause 3, delete the following first definition of Authenticator:

Authenticator: An IEEE 802.1X Port Access Entity acting in the IEEE 802.1X Authenticator role. 

In Clause 3, move the definition of “Authenticator Address (AA)” to after the definition of “Authenticator”.
