Proceedings:

The call started at 9:00 AM PST. No one volunteered for secretary after some time, so chair decided to continue while taking best notes possible.  Michael Foegelle declined to be secretary, but did offer to take notes as well (Those notes are folded into this document.  Thanks!).
The minutes from the last teleconference were reviewed and accepted.  The agenda for the present meeting was reviewed and accepted.
Paul Canaan summarized the progress made in the metrics and methodologies ad hoc group.  Had meeting over a week ago with good attendance.  They discussed measurement methodology.  Purpose is to define scope of PAR document.  Need to define controlled open air environment.  Basic progress was that people got to know each other and discussed the issues.  This past week a second meeting was set up at the last minute, and only two showed up.  This should improve as a regular meeting time is established.  He would like a Tuesday meeting time, to give time to clean up results for Thursday.
Q: why was “predict” in the draft scope?

A: Because whatever we put in the scope should tie in with the prediction side.
Q: Any charts related to what Paul was just discussing?

A: No, the first meeting was just to get to know each other.  Had first session, brainstorming, what we want… next step put them on a slide and present to group.

Paul: was targeting to have ad hoc output within 2 or 3 more weeks
Open issues from this group: idea of “stages”; online/offline measurements.
Chair: I have vacation the week off the 19th, so I suggest we take that week off.  General agreement from the group.   Several others can't make that date either.  Noted: telecon scheduled for 22 April will not be held.  Further noted that this gives telecons on April 29 and May 6 to finish PAR.
Chair announces the expected meeting times for the May 802.11 meeting.  There will be a total of 5 two-hour sessions, 1 on Monday afternoon (4-6), 2 on Tuesday, two on Thursday, mid-day.
Roger Skidmore summarized the progress made in the prediction ad hoc group.

Had a meeting last Monday, wide and ranging

Who is the audience using the output of the work?  What is the definition of prediction?  Ad hoc group put in time to define prediction.
Working definition of “prediction” (consensus):  mapping multiple parameters to multiple metrics representing performance characteristics wherein the input parameters are defined as network layout, usage and device parameters that are mapped to specific performance metrics useful in wireless network planning and optimization.
Significant interest looking into the state of the art in terms of deterministic/measurement-based and statistical methods of doing prediction right now.
Some differing concepts (in ad hoc group) of what WPP is going to be providing.
Perhaps the audience is just the internal standards body itself?

Raise question again: what is the goal of the WPP?

A: three user types: developers, installers and operators

Q: can we collapse the list even further?

A: Developers needs very different from installers.

Q: Back-end, front-end?
A: One possibility is developers and operators; developers includes all producers of wireless equipment; operators includes all consumers of wireless equipment.  Might substitute “manufacturers” for “developers”
Need a common language among both user groups
