What is Meant by Prediction?

Mapping multiple parameters to multiple metrics representing performance characteristics.

· Network layout, usage, and device parameters;

· Specific performance metrics useful in wireless network planning and optimization.

Comment that the term “mapping” may have a connotation as being empirically derived (e.g., table lookup), whereas we are really talking about simulation.

Discussion as to the terms “parameter” versus “metric”.  Consensus that, as written, the definition potentially confuses prediction/simulation with measurement.

Proposed Alternate Definition

Using multiple input parameters to estimate multiple output metrics representing performance characteristics, wherein:

· Input parameters are defined to be network layout, usage, and device parameters; and

· Output metrics are defined to be specific performance metrics useful in wireless network planning and optimization.

Proposed Alternate Definition (accepted by group consensus)
Using multiple input parameters to estimate performance characteristics, wherein:

· Input parameters are defined to be network layout, usage, and device parameters; and

· Performance characteristics are defined to be specific metrics useful in wireless network planning and optimization.

Discussion of who the Audience is

Are we producing a standard or a recommended practice?

Who is the intended audience for the final deliverable of the WPP?

Consensus that these are topics best raised in the general WPP.
