Draft Requirements Document update (11-05-0279r15)

Mike: Current requirements are individual submissions. Motions will be raised in July meetings on all the requirements to give them the official status. The motions would include proposed classes to be assigned to the requirements. 

Mike: There are some pending issues during the discussion of the requirements. It is regarding the function split at the SSPN interface, e.g. between the WLAN black box and the 3GPP network.

Stephen: This is referring to the 3GPP IWLAN diagram in the annex of the Assumptions, Scenario and Scope document (11-05-355r4).

Chair reminded members to examine the Requirement draft before the July TGu session.
Terms and Definitions document update (11-05-0333r7)

Stephen: The main change from last version is the definition of the illegal AP. There are some comments received from Darwin.
Mike: It is trying to address some situation where the AP masquerading is accidental, e.g. the AP is from another operator happened to used the same SSID. Through certain way, the AP may be made cooperative. 
Stephen: Would like to have the discussion going on in the mailing list until the July TGu session.
Eleanor: Regarding the Correspondent Network (CN) and Correspondent Node (CN), suggest change Correspondent Network to Destination Network (DN).
Stephen: Will make that change and review it in July TGu session.

Assumptions, Scenarios and Scope document update (11-05-0355r4)

Stephen:  The major change is the additional text in the overview section. There is another change from Sabine to remove the Figure 2. The Annex will also be removed, and corresponding assumptions will be placed in the body text.

Plans for San Francisco Meeting

Eleanor: A down selection document (11-05-618r0) is prepared, and available on the server. In TGu, there are lots of different technical areas to address, e.g. some are air interface related, and some are API related. That is a reason why the requirements are placed in clusters. The idea is to allow people to submit proposals to address certain cluster. The proposals will be evaluated based on the cluster independent of other clusters. Some flow charts in the document illustrated how to do that.

Cheng: Are all the clusters in the requirement document independent of each other?
Eleanor: Will review and work towards that direction.

Stephen: This proposal will be discussed and reviewed in San Francisco meeting.

Stephen: In San Francisco meeting, a formal task group voting will be hold to select the technical editor.
