Comment 62 Discussion:  the comment reference to change is in the 11h specification.  The following was inserted into the Notes column of 05/191r70:  The 7.3.2.18 and others are in the 11h spec.  The Edit Status was changed back to Editor to Do.
Comment  1405 Discussion:  One of the comment resolutions approved from Anaheim was a general statement that the editor was to provide normative text.  This is not the case, so the comment will need to be deferred.  There is nothing that can be done by the editor.  Normative text is needed.  The “Can’t Do” is not changed in 191r70.
Comment 400:  The spreadsheet resolutions for the MIB were provided by Paul Gray at the Anaheim meeting, so these comments are resolved by his responses.  The notes column text is: “Done in MIB spreadsheet that was approved in Anaheim.”  The Can’t Do  was changed to a “Done” in 191r70.

Comment 401:  The clause reference is wrong.  It should be 11.8.3.  Done in MIB spreadsheet that was approved in Anaheim.  The notes column text is “The clause reference is wrong.  It should be 11.8.3.  Done in MIB spreadsheet that was approved in Anaheim.”  The “Can’t Do” is changed to Done in 191r70.
Comment 408:  The discussion was about the role of the editor and his responsibility to ensure that everything is in compliance with the current editorial style.  The notes column text is:  “At the Vancouver meeting we should counter this in a vote on the grounds that this is an editor function to ensure compliance with correct editorial style.”  The “Can’t Do” is changed to Done in 191r70.
Comment 409:  The discussion was about what happened to 664r1 in the different versions.  The draft 2.4 doesn’t appear to reflect 664r1.  The notes column has the following text:  “11.8.1 is the correct reference in draft 2.0 and is fixed in 664r1.  The correct clause reference in D2.4 is in 11.12.1.  664r1 is not incorporated in D2.4?  Have to make this a counter in Vancouver.  The entire note was removed.  Teleconference 9/29/05.”   The Edit Status was changed to “Editor to Do.”  The “Can’t Do” is changed to “Editor to Do” in 191r70.

Comment 410:  The discussion was about 664r1 not being incorporated into the draft documents.  The notes column contains:  “The correction is in 05/664r1 and the editor has not incorporated this into the latest draft.  This should be a decline and be changed in Vancouver.”  The “Can’t Do” is changed to “Done” in 191r70.
Comment 623:  “It is not fixed in 2.4.  This is not the Same As 49, so the "Same As" reference is wrong.  Should be a counter and “Same As” comment 1128.  Comment 1128 was accepted and approved in Anaheim and should be fixed in 3.0.”  The “Can’t Do” is changed to “Editor to Do” in 191r70.
Comment 1405:  Discussion is that this has to remain deferred:  the editor cannot provide normative text.  “Not rewritten in 05/664r1 and this will need to be deferred until the Vancouver meeting.  Teleconference 9/29/05.”  The “Can’t Do” is not changed in 191r70.

Comment 1545:  Discussion was that this should be clear to the editor.  The author is going to call the editor for the reason this is a “Can’t Do”.  The “Can’t Do” is changed to “Editor to Do” in 191r70.
