QoS Metrics
The QoS Metrics measurement shall be made on traffic that is transmitted from the measuring QSTA to the peer QSTA and TID indicated in the request.  QoS metrics reported in a triggered QoS metrics report shall be the values accumulated over the number of transmitted MSDUs prior to the trigger event given in the Measurement Count field of the QoS metrics measurement request that established the trigger condition.
