1. Dave Halasz (representing Aclara) is the chair of the TGah and was running this session.  Chair called meeting to order: 6:35pm, EDT.
2. Administrative items
2.1. Chair Halasz reviewed the administrative items and presented the links for accessing the related documents.
2.2. Chair Halasz reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline. Chair asked: “Are there any questions?” None heard.
2.3. Chair Halasz asked: “Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard?” None heard.
2.4. Chair Halasz reviewed other guide lines of the IEEE WG meetings. 
3. The proposed agenda of the teleconference, which was circulated through the TGah email reflector, was reviewed.  The agenda contained:

The proposed agenda was approved by unanimous consent.
4. Channel model discussion led by Jim Lansford (CSR)
4.1. Ad-hoc chair Lansford stated that there had been some sort of harmonization in channel model discussions so far, and the related contribution document by Ron Porat can be presented in order to merge the discussions.
4.2. Channel model text (11-11/0883r0, Ron Porat – Broadcom)
4.2.1.  This submission discussed two merged channel models which are one outdoor channel model based on the SCM channel model used by 3GPP and 3GPP2, and one indoor channel model based on TGn channel models.
4.2.2.  The author stated that the only new section included was Section 3.2 (Outdoor path loss model), and the contents in Section 3.3 (Indoor channel models) with some modifications will be updated.
4.2.3.  A participant commented that the path loss models presented here seemed only related to AP-to-STA environment, and suggested to also discuss STA-to-STA channel models. The author commented that STA-to-STA channel models can be possibly covered by the indoor channel model based on TGn path loss models, and the relevant use cases could not be founded in the potential compromise use case document for TGah.
4.2.4.  There were more discussions on the STA-to-STA use cases regarding ITS, not only vehicle-to-vehicle for 11p but also between pedestrian mobiles. Chair commented that we already have the compromise use case document consisting of three major categories, and recommended to review the document first and then discuss relevant channel models for TGah. A participant also commented that the related contribution document by Ping (Huawei) regarding ITS services for the use cases document could not get enough approval in May F2F meeting.
4.2.5.  A participant asked if there is a plan to alleviate the Doppler value for stationary users when TGn channel models are applied to TGah channel models. The author responded that the comment may be right and we might need to include that modification into TGah channel models.
4.2.6.  A participant asked if we basically need peer-to-peer path loss models, and addressed that it might be actually needed. The author responded that if we have the path loss model for peer to peer, then how could we simulate the interference that could be part of evaluation methodology. Further discussions on this are needed.
