The proposed agenda was approved by unanimous consent.
4. Functional Requirements discussion led by Minho Cheong (ETRI)
4.1. The functional requirements ad-hoc chair Cheong mentioned there were some modifications of the initially written key functional requirements described in 11-11/0905r1, by reflecting participants’ comments from the last conference call.
4.2. Ad-hoc chair Cheong presented the Evaluation Methodology section of the initial version of FR-EM document.
4.2.1.  For PHY channel model, the author commented that the Doppler value defined in 802.11 channel model document may need to be moderated, which have already had agreement in TGac channel modelling discussions.
4.2.2.  For PHY impairments regarding PA nonlinearity, a participant pointed out that the total TX power value should be TBD for the time being, which was currently written as 17 dBm derived from the one used for TGac impairments modeling.
4.2.3.  The author commented that it may be up to further discussions in TGah on whether downlink multi-user MIMO feature can be allowed in TGah or not. It is also needed to check on whether second order modeling for phase noise is applicable for 900MHz bands.
4.2.4.  For traffic models, a participant asked what the replacement cycle meant in the table. The author responded that it was intended to imply the duty cycle. Another participant commented that the expression of ‘refreshment cycle’ would be preferred for better understanding, and the author agreed to update the expression.
4.2.5.  A participant suggested that adding a new column containing the total number of nodes in the table would be desirable. Another participant agreed with it in that the replacement cycle is related to the number of nodes, thus it can provide useful information.
4.2.6.  A participant pointed out the MSDU size 16808 bytes seemed to be incorrect derived from the reference document by NIST misleadingly. The author agreed to update the corresponding column in the table.
