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· IEEE 802 JTC1 Standing Committee met on

· The following provides a summary of the meeting

1. Motion to approve the agenda was made by Ian Sherlock (TI), seconded by Dan Harkins (Aruba Networks), and approved by unanimous consent.

2. (Reconstructed) minutes (11-12/0576r0) of the Waikoloa meeting were unanimously approved.  Dan Harkins had moved the approval of the minutes, Emily Qi (Intel) seconded.

3. Andrew Myles (Cisco) reviewed the general goals of the Standing Committee which were last changed in November 2010.

4. Current status of drafts liaised to JTC1/SC6 reviewed.  Updates include TGad draft 6.0 sent after the March 2012 meeting.  TGad draft 7.0 is due to be sent soon.  With ratification of TGaa, TGae, and TGmb, those documents will no longer be liaised.

5. IEEE 802.11-2012 has been published.  SC6 has invited submission of that standard for JTC1 ratification (on an up/down vote) which closes on October 18, 2012, a five-month period that concludes after the September JTC1/SC6 meeting.

6. Consideration is being given to sending individual letters to the JTC1 voting national bodies to build consensus for approval of IEEE 802.11-2012.  A draft letter will be prepared for presentation to the SC on Thursday.

7. SC6's cancellation of WAPI in February 2012 may be subject to a protest by the China NB.  No details are available at this time.  If the China NB resubmits the project, it appears they would have to reballot the project and resolve any negative comments that would influence the acceptance of the new work item proposal.  That last point is subject to the judgment of the JTC1 secretariat.

8. There are no updates on TLSec, TePA-AC, TAAA, UHT, or EUHT since the last SC6 meeting.  UHT and EUHT are now voluntary standards in China.  How that affects access to the 5 GHz RF bands is not known.  IEEE 802.11 has not yet had the opportunity to receive, translate, or comment on the EUHT standard.

9. IEEE 802 had requested that ISO/IEC accept IEEE as the source of maintenance, alteration, and extension of 802 standards.  The extension limit caused some angst from several NBs.  IEEE clarified to SC6 the meaning of extension in response to comments from the China and Swiss NBs.  No responses to that clarification have been received to date.  We expect to receive input prior to the July 802 plenary.

10. The Swiss NB has made some suggestions to SC6 for better interaction between the SDOs. 1) A new, more formal process within SC6 for the review of IEEE 802 drafts is needed. 2) Experts to work on the project must be named in the NP form and actually involved in the creation of the standard. 3) Prior socialization of NPs via a more formal presentation before they are submitted so as to minimize ballot failures.  IEEE will draft a comment/response document to the Swiss suggestions in as far as they impact IEEE's interaction with SC.

11. The next SC6 in Graz, AT meeting will conflict with the IEEE meeting in Indian Wells, Calif. during the week of September 16th.  Bruce Kraemer (Marvell), Jodi Haasz (IEEE staff), and perhaps Andrew Myles will likely attend the SC6 meeting.
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
