Dave Halaz: Does pre-association information require security?

Carl: Some service providers may want offer authentication for customer protection. Customer would preregister for the service, presumably generating an authentication certificate for future use.

Stephen McCann: We can’t do everything in preassociation, but we should consider our options.

Stephen: Service providers might offer their own separate intranet, apart from the Internet?

Carl: Some providers may want to this, but there is no specific requirement at this point.

Study Group Name

Some members are concerned about “scope creep”. There are other service discovery protocols and other groups looking at service discovery protocols over IEEE 802.11 (e.g. Wi-Fi Alliance).

There is a requirement to limit the scope for time limitiations.

Dave Halasz: IEEE 802.11 should be in control of new management frames and other aspects that affect the IEEE 802.11 document itself.

Adrian Stephens: We should limit the scope to keep the project tractable. Look at the SD mechanism presently available. There are issues with layer 2, layer 2.5, layer 3 protocol interactions, such as in IEEE 1905.1.

Dave: I think there’s a Thursday presentation next week @ liaison between IEEE 1905.1 & IEEE 802.1.

Stephen: Let’s get the details.

Dave: Action item to get the details and to send to mailing reflector.
Stephen: Consider renaming this study group:

· Pre-association Services Transport

· Generic Services Transport

Stephen: Do we want to change the name?

Ed Reuss: These two choices speak to the different emphasis we are interested in.

Joe Levy: We should not lose the Service Discovery nature of the scope.

Necati Canpolat: What other mechanisms beyond GAS do we want to talk about?

Stephen: Some people want to look beyond GAS, but we don’t want to start proposing specific solutions at this point.

Necati & Stephen: There is a distinction between advertising services and service discovery.

Stephen: look for feedback

Ed Reuss: Considering a presentation regarding pre-association & the abuse of pre-assoc, but I have time constraints. Is this within scope for ISG?

Stephen: Yes. Please put together the presentation & we can work out some time.

Plans for San Diego meeting

Stephen: Regarding the IEEE 802.11 face to face meeting in San Diego, it would be useful to finalise the scope for this group. Check document 0422r2/3 for these discussions.
