Note that the all VHT action frames are being assigned to AC_VO. The three classes thusfar defined for VHT action include:
VHT Compressed Beamforming

Group ID Management

Operating Mode Notification
VHT Compressed Beamforming will typically be sent as a response frame and is indicated as a time priority management frame, so the default QMF policy for these frames is irrelevant.

Group ID Management feels like a frame that is fairly urgent because it is controlling or managing access to the medium and therefore easily fits into the network management user priority of 7 which maps to AC_VO.

Operating Mode Notification when sent by a STA also has an urgency to it, even though it is not controlling or managing access to the medium for the entire BSS, but instead, only modifying access to and from a single STA. It too, seems appropriately assigned to AC_VO.

Remember that each of the values being assigned here is a default QMF policy which can be changed by the AP.
