Liwen presented

6108, 

Mark and Robert prefer to reject this comment. Simone mentions that there are similar text in clause 9.19.2.2 of the draft.

6110, 

Robert: There is always MPDU involved. I don't see any problem to have the MPDU here. The purpose of backoff is to prevent collision.

Mark: When you transmit, you will think the transmission is successful.

Matt: This is really channel access. I believe the commenter is not quite correct. The language is perfectly right.

Adrian: When you transmit, you get the channel. That is independent of the success of transmission.

Simone: When the BA is received, the transmission is successful.

Adrian: I think we mix the successful transmission and successful response together.

Robert: In summary, we keep the A-MPDU and just change successful response to successful transmission.

Robert: So do we need add a bullet for NDP?

Osama: Then we go back to CID 6108.

Robert: We also need to change the end of bullet 2 and bullet 3.

Simone: Based on our discussion on CID 6110, we don't need to change this sentence.

6111,

Simone: It has been resolved in CID 6110.

Robert: The proposed change is better.
