10.1.4.3.3 Sending a probe request
Instructions to Editor: Append the following underlined text in this Clause as follows:
When an MLME receives an MLME-SCAN.request primitive with ScanType indicating an active scan, a STA may not transmit a Probe Request frame to a channel at which the STA has received:

· A broadcast addressed Probe Request frame to which the clause 10.1.4.3.5(Criteria to respond to probe request) allows at least the same responses as the information indicated in the received MLME-SCAN.request primitive.
· A broadcast addressed Probe Response or a Beacon frame containing at least the same information as indicated in the received MLME-SCAN.request primitive.
When a STA omitted its Probe Request transmission, STA performs the following procedure:

· Set a ProbeTimer to 0 and start the ProbeTimer. If PHY-CCA.indication (busy) primitive has not been detected before the ProbeTimer reaches MinChannelTime, then send its own Probe Request frame to a channel which the STA has received a broadcast addressed Probe Request frame, else process the received probe responses or Beacon.
· If neither Probe Response nor Beacon has been received until ProbeTimer reaches MaxChannelTime, the STA sends its own Probe Request frame.
