The Chairman calls the meeting to order at 2013-02-07 at 20:04 ET. 
The Chairman asks if anybody not familiar with IEEE policy. No response noted.

The Chairman calls for potential essential patents. No one responds to the call and no claims are brought forward. 

The Chairman reminds all attendees to take attendance by sending email to David, david.yangxun@huawei.com or Osama, Osama.AboulMagd@huawei.com.

The Chairman reminds people to mute if not speaking.
The Chairman asks if anybody has comments to the agenda. No response noted.

The Chairman introduces the ad hoc meeting. No question noted.
The Chairman mentions there are 141 comments received in this round.

Adrian Stephens (Intel) introduces the options that we have:

· No change to the current draft. Otherwise, there will be a bunch of new comments.

· Make changes. Then we will need an additional round of letter ballot.

Youhan Kim (Qualcomm) mentions that the PHY comments are fine with him.

The Chairman mentions that Mark Rison (Samsung) is OK to reject all of his comments and solve them in the sponsor ballot. 

The Chairman will also ask Matthew Fischer (Broadcom) on Matt’s comments.

Allan Zhu (Samsung) mentions that there may not be enough reasons to reject the comments for editorial changes. Adrian provides some optional solutions.

The Chairman mentions that the database keepers are Minho Cheong (ETRI) and Jae Seung Lee (ETRI) for PHY and MAC this time, respectively. 

Minho says that most of the PHY comments are OK to him. Jae Seung mentions that the MAC comments may need some time to resolve.
Liwen Chu (ST) is also OK to solve his comments in the sponsor ballot.

Eldad Perahia (Intel) suggests that all the comments should be assigned to people, though all the comments are going to be rejected. We should also ensure all the comments resolved in sponsor ballot, especially in case that some of the commenters will be absent in sponsor ballot. 

Adrian further introduces that we need one more letter ballot during Mar meeting. If there are still some comments, we need to resolve them before sponsor ballot. No matter what happens, we can start the sponsor ballot before May. Matt asks how to start the sponsor ballot without meeting again. Adrian and Eldad explain that the sponsor ballot can be started by motions in teleconference.
People volunteer to resolve all the comments.
