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Minutes of the TGai – TGaq joint ad hoc meeting

1. Meeting called to order at 8.32

2. Joint session chaired by Hiroshi Mano (Allied Telesis) and Stephen McCann (RIM); Stephen McCann leading the meeting.

3. Agenda (c.f. 11-13/0257r1) presented by Chairs; approved by unanimous consent
4. Call for potentially essential patents

a. Chair presents IEEE Patent Slide and asks group if there is any patent related announcements that have to be brought to the attention of the Chair.  

b. No issues were brought to the attention of the Chair.

5. Presentation of 11-13/0324r0 – TGai mechanisms

a. C
—Caching of pre-association information will be enabled by Continuous Configuration Count

b. C—Another forum uses ANQP for exchanging pre-association information whereas TGai uses GAS.  Reconsider this approach and potentially align concepts.

6. Presentation of 11-13/0277r0 – TGaq overview

a. Q—Is TGaq envisioning to have a server from which information on available services can be retrieved from?  A—personal view of presenter that should be rather considered as a logical view of “any source for information” and not as a dedicated device / server.

b. Q—what is the communication plan for interacting with WFA?  A—not decided yet.  Just sure that it is needed.

7. Presentation of 11-13/0323r0 – FILS Field Test Results

a. Q—request clarifications on set-up.  A—same hardware for all STAs. Only one AP that supports FILS and WPA simultaneously.

b. C—Discussion on presented data.  Raw data available but not yet fully analyzed.

c. C—no matter if the original TGai performance goals (link establishment << 100ms) are met or not, results show already a tremendous leap in performance increase.  TGai should consider moving forward quickly and not spend major time on achieving the last 3% of additional performance increase.

8. Discussion on next steps.

a. Keep task groups informed on each other’s activities.  Likely via direct interaction of TG chairs.  TGaq encouraged providing feedback on TGai draft, especially during open call for comments.

b. Problematic issues in terms of overlap could not be identified.
