Presentation #1:
13/0657r2 “Usage models and requirements for IEEE 802.11 High Efficiency WLAN Study Group”, Laurent Cariou (ORANGE)
· Laurent explained the document, highlighting the updated points.
· Discussions

· Eldad Perahia (Intel) commented that he will present a large enterprise deployment scenario in the July meeting.
· Minho Cheong (ETRI) commented that missing scenarios from 802.11ac/n use cases should be included.
· Minho to present some of those scenarios in July HEW session.
· Ed Reuss (self) commented on the tentative note in slide 14,
· 30 STAs seem to be too small to call high density..
· 3 dimensional AP deployment should be considered..

· Phillip Barber (Huawei) commented that,

· Slide 14: Threshold to call high capacity should be discussed.
· Slide 17: “Uniqueness of HEW Usage Models – differences with 802.11ah, 802.11ac and 802.11ad” – text in this slide is ahead of consensus. Need to be discussed.

· Slide 33: Scenario for “Dense apartment building – private access and cellular offload” – other scenarios such as stadium and lecture hall will also include the cellular offload use case.
· Throughput requirement should be included in each scenario although there is an annex containing some infomration.
· Yasu Inoue (NTT) commented that, 
· Slide 5: the reference should be specific. Suggested to change 2988r4 to 07/2988r4.
· There are some text that we have not agreed such as slide 17 as Phil pointed out. Should be discussed in the July meeting.
· Huai Rong Shao (Samsung) commented that,

· Slide 14: Categories – difficult to distinguish. Need to be reconsidered.
· Threshold of 30 STAs per AP and 500 APs/Km2 ( should be discussed

· Jianhan Liu (MediaTek) has different view on high density.
· There will be no way to increase per user throughput when only the STAs are high density. Right approach will be increasing the number of APs and keep the number of associated STAs appropriate.
· We need to define the problems that are resolvable.
· HanGyu Cho (LG Electronics):
· Slide 14: The purpose of this document is to get feedback from WFA. Difference between category 1 and 4 should be provided.
· Slide 16: We have not agreed on the functional requirements or metrics. We should be careful to include this slide.
· Someone (???) commented:
· He has doubt on this use case.

· Minho (ETRI) suggested to include one category to cover both indoor and outdoor.
