The subchannel selective transmission is defined only for at least 2MHz subchannels. Allowing 1MHz subchannel selection would need significant PHY design complexity increase at the receiver, to detect each of the 1MHz subchannels. Therefore keeping the location of 1MHz in 2MHz fixed in a BSS is a good tradeoff.
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
