13/0996r1 “Outdoor Channel Model Candidates for HEW”, Kaushik Josiam (Samsung)
· Kaushik explained the outdoor channel models based on the presentation
· Compared the ITU channel model and WINNER II model.

· Both models have similar path loss characteristics.

· ITU and WINNER II models have different characteristics on spatial channel impulse responses.

· Discussions

· Ron (Broadcom): commented the advantage of WINNER II model over the ITU model.
· Wookbong (LG): would like to see conclusion or suggestion which model to choose.

The HEW SG is to choose one.
· Shahrnaz (Intel): will have a submission on the channel model – to be discussed during the Nanjin face-to-face meeting.

· Simone explained the basic ideas on simulation scenario based on the 13/1000r0.
· Unified set of scenarios proposed as contained in slide 7.

· Simone requested comments for the scenario sets.

· Discussions

· Wookbong (LG): identified that some use cases are missing. Suggested that throughput demanding use cases may not need link level nor system level simulations.
· Reza (Cisco): asked clarification about the dense scenario – channel may be LOS, some STAs may be power saving, etc.
· Jiayin (Huawei): asked a question about the mapping from use cases to scenario – should stadium and enterprise be mapped to the same scenario? – the group needs more information/inputs.
· Simone briefly presented 13/1001r0 “HEW SG Simulation Scenario”
· Discussions

· Yusuke (NTT): asked about a question on frequency channel and available bandwidth. Necessary condition will be included in the document.
· Hyunduk (ETIR): asked a question on the condition of OBSS interference -  It could be from the devices of same operator. Or, it could be from the different the different operators. Simone replied that the group needs to agree on that point.
Hynduk also asked about the “Homogeneity” – we could define lots of different OBSS scenarios. Simone answered that the group needs to define the scenario.
