•          Peter Ecclesine (Cisco Systems) is appointed recording secretary

•          802.11-13/988r0 to become r1 is agenda for this session (Chair chose to leave R0 as the final agenda and plan)
•          Agenda approved unanimously

•          Chair read administrative items (slides 3,5,6)

•          Chair read Background (slide 7) Ramez Gerges (CalTrans) noted the ITS work began earlier than 1999.

•          Chair reads detailed introduction (slide 8), asks for other times. No other time is proposed. Chair proposes weekly calls Fridays at 1pm ET. Once we have an outline, we can divide into subgroups and progress a draft.

•          Objectives of the group – what is the result and what liaisons are required to achieve it? Rich Kennedy (Blackberry) says we should produce a good coexistence plan and document it, so it can go forward in the FCC 13-49 proceeding. Ramez says a plan (a submission to the FCC) with stakeholder support is the objective and a white paper would support the plan. Chair notes he reached out to CAMP to attend this call and asks for other interested parties to be invited to participate. Lisa Ward (R&S) asks whether the group will include the current European regulatory activity in our activity and Jim responded yes we are international and will consider ITS everywhere. Dick Roy mentions ETSI TC ITS Work Group 4 (there are five WGs, but WG4 is primary).  Vinko Erceg (Broadcom) asks if it is likely that only changes to the Annexes are needed, and Chair clarifies that his opinion is the coexistence changes will be a new IEEE 802.11 project. George Vlantis (ST-Microelectronics) pointed out that there are 802.11p deployments in the field. Chair brings up the possibility on dividing the report into sections and invites submissions into each area. Leave the conclusions to the end of the process. Regarding a timeframe, Rich Kennedy says something (conceptual plan) to submit to the FCC by the end of this year looks possible. Randy Roebuck says Connected Vehicle program has lots of vehicles operating and asks when 802.11a(x) radios will be available. Randy notes there may be a shutdown mechanism needed. Chair Jim Lansford notes the 13/522 presentation from himself and John Kenney (Toyota Info) as a background/reference for the group to look at.

We did not reach the next few points on slide 9 before meeting time ended other than to note that if the goal is to have a submission ready for the FCC by the end of the year, then there may not be time to include any field trial measurements from prototype hardware.  Hence there may be two phases: A Phase 1 report that includes whatever work which can be completed by the end of 2013 so that a filing can be made with the FCC. (The flow is DSRC_TT -> REG SC -> 802.11 WG -> 802.18 -> 802 EC -> FCC)

A second phase report could include field trials and measurements that could not be included in time for the Phase 1 report.
