Chair Jim Lansford, (CSR) called to order at 13:05 EDT

· Rich Kennedy (BlackBerry) is appointed recording secretary

· 802.11-13/1005r0 to become r1 is agenda for this session (Chair chose to leave R0 as the final agenda and plan)
· Agenda approved unanimously

· Chair read administrative items (slides 3, 4, 5)

· Chair read Background (slide 7)

· Chair asked if there were any matters arising from the minutes of last week’s call (11-13-1004-00-0reg-minutes-from-dsrc-coexistence-tiger-team-call-23aug2013.docx). None heard.
· Chair discussed the “Objectives” (slide 8), with the agreements from the last call.
· Dick Roy asked if this group would have any output product if it was decided that there were no changes needed for 802.11ac

· Chair stated that we will still have to make changes to Annex E

· Rich stated that whatever mechanisms or changes were or were not required, this group would still be providing an input to the FCC NPRM process.

· Carl Kain asked why the work of this group was limited to 802.11ac; shouldn’t we consider other groups within 802 Wireless.

· Chair stated that 802.11ac is a superset of 802.11a and 11n.

· Rich stated that there is no more 802.11a or 11n; they are now part of the base IEEE 802.11 standard.
· Carl said that the Objectives should not specifically mention 802.11ac.

· Chair agreed and changed the Objectives to point at the base standard instead.

· Dan Lubar said shouldn’t we be discussing CCA.

· Chair said that we will focus on Peter’s presentation; that it is too early to jump into the solution space.

· Chair discussed slide 9, items 3 through 5 and asked if there were any comments or questions.

· Sue Bai asked if the Chair would explain the phases, which he explained.

· Rich explained the phases in relation to the Regulatory SC, 802.18 and EC approval process.

· Moving on, the Chair showed Peter’s presentation (11-13-0994-00-0reg-proposal-for-u-nii-4-devices.docx) and stated that because Peter was not able to attend this meeting, we will do the best we can.

· Dick said that he had a 90 minute call with Peter on his proposal so he could speak to the document, but not speak for Peter.

· Rich mentioned that among the features of this proposal is enhanced 802.11p sensing levels.
· Ramez asked what are “enhanced sensing levels”.

· Rich stated that instead of the basic 802.11p sensing levels, this proposes that the sensing levels meet those of the DSRC devices.

· Dick described how the 80 and 160 MHz, sensing energy in any of the 10 MHz DSRC channels, would consider all the DSRC channels occupied and move away.

· Rich mentioned that the Wi-Fi industry believes that the vast majority of the 802.11ac devices will be utilized in homes, apartments and offices and will never see a DSRC signal, so for the minority that do, it is no problem to abandon that part of the spectrum, which is better that blocking any devices from using it.

· A question arised about 20 MHz channels and why shouldn’t they be allowed to use unused 10 MHz DSRC channels.

· Dick mentioned that the proposal does not address the 20 MHz case.

· The Chair added that the 802.11ac spectral mask is quite wide, and moving away is the best way to avoid interfering, even with the 2nd adjacent channel.

· Chair mentioned that the Wi-Fi Alliance just created an Automotive Segment Marketing Task Group, and that people on this call may want to participate.

· There was a brief discussion of the use of 802.11ac in cars, with the Chair talking about some of the use cases.

· Dick said that there are International standards for these cases that have been in the works for 15 years, specifically at CVIS.

· Ramez expressed concers about 802.11ac devices with outdoor or in-window antennas.

· Rich stated that DSRC has a primary allocation; Wi-Fi is FCC Part 15. We have been dealing with protecting technologies with higher allocations since day one of IEEE 802.11, and we do it well.

· Dan Lubar asked about out-of-band emissions.

· Rich said we are all about protection, regardless of the interference cause.

· Chair also mentioned aggregation issues, but time expired.
