Minutes

Meeting called to order at 13:03 EDT by Jim Lansford (CSR), the DSRC coexistence Tiger Team Chair. 

No volunteer to record minutes.  Minutes will be taken by the chair
The agenda was approved by unanimous consent.
The Chair reviewed the IEEE guidelines.

The minutes from the call on Sept 27th were approved by unanimous consent.

The Chair reviewed the operating rules and background.


The group proceeded to Old business to discuss the schedule.  The group decided that there is no reason to separate the work of the group into Phase 1 and Phase 2 reports.  Given the amount of time until the interim report to the FCC in mid-December, it is unlikely that a substantial amount of technical detail (simulations and measurements) will be available.  Hence, the group decided it was best to focus on a single final report, and send a snapshot of the progress to the FCC in December that states what has been accomplished and what remains to be accomplished.

The chair said he would revise the list of work items and the schedule for next week’s call.  He also suggested the group draw up a set of use cases that could be used for simulation studies with proposed approaches.  This would create a framework to allow proposals to be evaluated in a consistent way.  


There was discussion about what information/results would be needed from analysis and simulation of proposed approaches, such as latency of detection, probability of detection, and issues arising from differences in detection level.


The issue was raised about whether a WLAN node would have to propagate a DSRC detection event around its BSS.  There was no resolution.


A question was raised about whether NTIA is doing any work in this area. There was a response that the NTIA does not appear to be working on this coexistence issue.

A question was raised about the timing of possible Orders from the FCC.  There was discussion about the potential timing, and that it could occur in three phases: 1) Resolution of the interference and DFS issues in the Terminal Doppler Weather Radar (TWDR) bands, 2) Changing U-NII-1 from indoor only to indoor and outdoor, and 3) Spectrum sharing in the U-NII-4 band.


There was discussion about the upcoming IEEE 802.11 meeting in Dallas.  The chair of the 802.11 Reg SC, Rich Kennedy, said that there would be one Reg SC session dedicated to DSRC coex.  One person asked if it would be necessary to pay the fee for the whole week just to attend one session (yes).  Another asked if it would be possible to attend the meeting via conference call (on speakerphone).  Rich said that this requires permission from the 802.11 chair (Bruce Kraemer) and that he would send Bruce an email making that request.


The chair reiterated that the group needs to review and accept use case contributions, and asked that those be prepared and submitted by members of the group.

The chair also stated that there was at least one and perhaps two presentations that would be reviewed on next week’s conference call.


There was no new business.

Chair Jim Lansford adjourned the call 14:00 EDT
