Peter Ecclesine (Cisco Systems) posits have a focus on identifying high stress radio scenarios (nearly realistic use cases). 

John Kenney (Toyota Info Systems) noted Ann Arbor trials had ~2800 vehicles with radios, but not intended to model a full deployment scenario – all vehicles have radio. 

Ramez Gergez (CalTrans) says there are 100+ use cases under VII or CAMP

Chair shows slide 9 Milestones (as discussed October 4th) . 

Under Old Business, at the Dallas IEEE 802, Nov 13, 5pm-7pm EDT, 802.11 REG meeting on DSRC coexistence will have a speakerphone setup for the meeting.
