· Chair Jim Lansford (CSR) called the meeting to order at 13:06pm EST

· Chair shows the Agenda slide 3 and asks if there are any modifications 

· Hearing none, the agenda is approved unanimously

· Andy Scott proposes change to meeting minutes of LA 802.11-13/1496r0, and chair will make that change to the minutes. 

· The chair reads Administrative Items on slides 4, 5 and 6

· The chair reads Background on slide 7, Work to date on slide 8 

· Slide 9 Old Business Chair reviews MATLAB model status and asks for authoritative models of 802.11p. The FCC letter was transmitted to the FCC today.

· Chair notes the USDOT Monday announcement on V2V was widely read and asks does it impact what the tiger team is doing. Gary Pruitt( Rockwell Collins),  notes the Michigan testbed is using six channels and offers access to it for others. Brian Gallagher (DENSO) notes the USDOT letter triggers the development of V2V for deployment. Sue Bai (Honda) announces she is able to speak to the verbal briefing that accompanied the announcement. Sue says the current administration is targeting 2015 for an NPRM, there is no deployment timing. There is an official ECC ITS report that Jim Lansford will post. Upkar Dhaliwal (Future Wireless Technologies),says ITS America and USDOT are holding a workshop in San Francisco Feb 19, 20. Connected Vehicle Reference Implementation Architecture (CVRIA) efforts,
· Chair posted 802.11-14/225r0 Use Cases for DSRC coexistence analysis, and talks about the content. Tevfik Yucek (Qualcomm) says they are working on a presentation about the issues of repacking. The first use case is to get the discussion going. Gary Pruitt (Rockwell) mentions things that raise the noise floor should be considered. Gary suggests V2V between two cars, a LAN talks then a third car comes into view. Malik Khan (CohdaWireless) notes that DSRC devices do not decode NAVs of LANs and visa versa. Upkar notes the overpass vertical dimension issue also could be modeled. Chair asks that people propose ranges of values, additional use cases.
· Brian Gallagher’s presentation in November was using energy CCA, not Carrier Sense. 
· Chair invites people to contribute additional use cases as this is the next phase of work.
· Chair notes that a tutorial on how CCA works is invited, as is more information from DSRC field trials. A call for contributions and a call for action.
· Chair adjourns the meeting at 13:54pm EST
