5.1. Chair noted that TGah D1.2 has been uploaded, members to use that as base draft for comment resolutions.
5.1.1. Also, the correct version to use is draft rev mc D2.0.
5.2. If members had volunteered for comment resolutions, to please provide initial draft by the next conference all.  If not submitted, comments will need to be re-assigned.
5.3. There were no questions.

6. Submissions to address comments received on Draft 1.0
6.1. 11-14/0234r1, lb200-clause-9-20-5-4-comment-resolution (Yongho Seok (LGE)) 
6.1.1. Yongho noted that this submission was presented during the last conference call, and the revised submission presented now is to address comments from Alfred.  The last paragraph in the document has been updated.
6.1.2. Yongho also noted that there were comments from Amin and Zander to add some text to the document.
6.1.2.1. Yongho clarifies text change with Amin, notes that the desired change by Amin is already present  8.4.2.170b.
6.1.2.1.1. Amin: It's to clarify a STA can't send more than 1 trigger frame.  

6.1.2.1.2. Yongho: If Yuan would remove this sentence, then move it to Cl 9.20.5.3?
6.1.2.1.3. Yuan:  We could have some simple text and then point to Cl 9.20.5.3. Trigger frame is normal PS-POll or NDP PS-Poll?

6.1.2.2. Yongho makes changes to document; it is now r2.
6.1.2.3. Yuan: Another CID that commented on eligible STA, should be "each paged STA in the RAW group".

6.1.2.4. Amin :Why each paged STA? Should be each eligible STA, STAs in RAW can be paged or non-paged.
6.1.2.5. Yongho clarifies. Trigger frame RAW is dedicated to paged STA.

6.1.2.6. Amin: Take into consideration non-paged STA, would we like to define for non paged STA or go for paged STA only.

6.1.2.7. Yongho: Think it should be paged STA only, otherwise other parts need to be changed.
6.1.2.8. Amin: Wonder if there is a use case when STA is not paged but included in this RAW;  gives some examples of this, but fine with what is proposed at this point.
6.1.2.9. Yongho: We could clarify meaning of paged STA in 3.2; what are conditions under which a STA is considered a paged STA. We can discuss this when resolution document for Cl. 3.2 is presented.
6.1.2.10. Younghoon: Trigger frame already includes PS-Poll frame, so no need to mention PS-Poll frame or NSP Ps-Poll frame again in next few sentences. Yongho makes the changes.

6.1.2.11. Amin: If slot duration allows, a STA may send PS-Poll, NDP PS-Poll, Qos Null, now there's no condition on slot duration.
6.1.2.12. Yongho: Condition is already present.
6.1.2.13. Kaiying: What about unpaged STA belonging to range of this RAW group, can they send trigger frame?
6.1.2.14. Yongho: This is restricted to paged STAs, this Cl 9.20.5.4 should combined with slot assignment procedure.

6.1.3. Chair: Any objections to r2? 

6.1.3.1. Yuan: We should delete "PS-Poll or" in 1st line, last page.
6.1.3.2. Chair: If members have other comments, please send email.


6.2. 11-14/0235r0, lb200-clause-9-20-5-5-comment-resolution (Yongho Seok (LGE))
6.2.1. This submission proposes comment resolutions of the clause 9.20.5.5 from TGah Draft 1.0.

6.2.2. CIDs are1351, 1352, 1353, 2149, 2263, 2264, 2265, 2266, and 2910; changes in Cl. 9.20.5.5, Cl. 8.4.2.28, and Fig 8-221a.
6.2.3. Alfred: RAW AC and PS-Poll AC should be only reserved in S1G. Yongho clarifies.
6.2.4. Alfred: For CID 2265; 'accepted' should be 'revised'. On p5 1st para.,does it mean that at least 1 packet is queued? Yongho clarifies.
6.2.5. Yongho makes changes in the last line on p4 as per Yuan's comment.
6.2.6. Kaiying: "Value of backoff" should be "value of backoff timer".  Yongho makes changes.

6.2.7. Chair: Any objections to r1? There were none.
6.3. 11-14/0257r0,  lb200-clause-8-miscellaneous-comment-resolution (Yongho Seok (LGE))

6.3.1.2. Yongho: Think we need to define a TIM mode p 7 (in 3.2). Alfred: It is already defined in 10.2.2.2.  Yongho: That is not a definition of TIM mode.  Yongho adds text to p 7- definition of TIM mode. Alfred: TIM mode is baseline power save mode.  After discussion, Yongho deletes added text on p7, notes that he would like to discuss this later.

6.3.1.3. Shusaku: I'm preparing a resolution for CID 2792 for the March meeting.  Yongho: OK, I will remove the resolution of this CID from this document.
