The slide 9 tap values are a specific implementation, not the worst case for the five scenarios studied. Slide 10 shows the extra delay compared to the first tap. (Tap 4 is the distance the signal travels). Safety V2V is QPSK 6 Mbps (10 MHz channel). ETSI has started a new work item to develop the channel models that will be used in testing. Their higher highway speeds affect the channel models in delay spread (critical), modulation and Doppler spread (less critical).
