2) 14/505r1 Draft teleconference plan and agenda (slide 3) approved unanimously.
3) Chair reads slides 4, 5, 6 “Administrative Items”.

4) Chair shows slide 7 “Introduction”. Chair mentions May meeting will have officer elections. 
5) Chair reads slide 8 “Ofcom Consultation”. Chair discusses the “Public Sector Spectrum Release (PSSR): Technical coexistence issues for the 2.3 and 3.4 GHz award (May 15 close date)”. Vijay Auluck (Intel) pointed out the similar consultation from ECC closed April 8th, and interested parties should respond to the consultation.
6) Chair reads slide 9 “EN 301 893 Testing” regarding changes in the ETSI requirements document. Jens TINGLEFF (Samsung Electronics) posted document 802.11-14/511r0 ETSI BRAN regulatory test for occupied channel bandwidth and 802.11ac-2013. Jens reviewed the submission. Jens says we lose flexibility if the current rule is unchanged, because to pass the test we have to declare 20 MHz emissions. ETSI BRAN says it could be addressed in early June if they receiver a paper in late May discussing the issue. Osama Aboul-Magd (Huawei) said this issue should be addressed by the 11ac technical experts. Jens said the paper just became available today. Chair Rich Kennedy says timing of IEEE May meeting and EC approval may indicate that interested parties should file their concerns individually.
7) Chair reads slide 10 “FCC 14-30 Major Changes”.

8) Chair reads slide 10 “Other Regulatory Updates”; US House Energy and Commerce committee review of spectrum policy, RF Exposure KDB review is underway, Globalstar TLPS is underway.

9) Chair reads slide 11 “Any Other Actual Business” and asks for other items.
