6.3.1.1.1. Chair: For CID 1030, has Alfred captured the proposed changes?  Alfred: The changes will be included in D2.0.
6.3.1.1.2. Yongho: Will revise to r1.

6.3.2.13. TGah editor: Modify the sub-clause 8.4.2.6 (TIM element) modified,
6.3.3. Yongho: On p37 at the bottom, made some changes to accomodate dot11ShortBeaconDTIMPeriod and a comment by Yuan.
6.3.4. Alfred: We should use 'is set to' set conditions, 'is equal' or 'is true' to set values.
6.3.5.  Alfred made a comment on how ShortDTIMPeriod / ShortBeaconPeriod are organised.
6.3.5.1. Yongho clarifies by referring to 10.2.2.4 D1.2.
6.3.5.1.1. Alfred: This sentence has been removed in D1.3.  Yongho: In that case what is the DTIM period?  Alfred:  dot11ShortBeaconDTIMPeriod not really needed, should remove, the same thing has been done in 11ad.
6.3.5.2. Alfred made a comment on generation of S1G Beacon frame.
6.3.5.2.1. Yongho: Do we remove dot11ShortBeaconDTIMPeriod or unify with S1G MIB variable? We need to change some of the wording bottom p 37 for S1G case, non S1G case.
6.3.5.2.2. Alfred: No change needed for 1st sentence.
6.3.5.2.2.1. Yongho makes some changes to 1st sentence.
6.3.5.2.2.2. Alfred: We can discuss offline.
6.3.5.2.2.2.1. Yongho: Ok, we're still using short beacon interval?

6.3.5.2.2.2.1.1. Alfred:  Use basic beacon interval and short beacon interval.
6.3.5.2.2.2.2. Yongho: Need more discussion on ShortBeaconDTIMPeriod

6.3.6. There were no other comments.
6.3.7. Chair: Any further comments, please send email to reflector.

6.4. Chair noted that the following submissions uploaded less than 48 hours before the conference call, thus couldn't capture submission on agenda until just before the call.

6.5.1. This submission proposes comment resolutions on Synchronization (Clause 10.1.2, 10.1.3.10 and 10.1.4.4.1), dealing with CIDs 2477, 1273, 1392, 2471, 2637, 1274, 1275, 1276, 1277, 2469, 2470, 2636, 1393, 2790, 2472, 1281,  2475, 2776 (18 CIDs).
6.5.1.1.  Changes in the text refer to Draft P802.11ah/D1.2.
6.5.2. Changes are in subclauses 10.1.3.10.1 and 10.1.3.10.2.
6.5.3. Ron: No technical issues, but since we are balloting on D1.0, have some concerns about how resolutions look to other commenters who are not following process. For example for CID 2776,  no need to say extra beyond just already resolved.  Another example is CID 2472, change to 'revised' and remove "no need to change current text' since commenters outside the TGah have no access to D1.1-1.2, so they only have knowledge of comments on D1.0. The purpose is to trying to make the .database clean

6.5.3.1. Jason: OK, will modify some resolutions.
6.5.4. Chair: Some 'rejected' resolutions are not reasonable to outsiders who base their comments on D1.0, please change to 'revised'.
6.5.5. Chair: For CID 1281, does the current D1.2 have this MIB variable?

6.5.5.1. Alfred: In D1.3 this MIB variable is absent, but it is present in D1.2.
6.5.5.1.1. Jason:  Will revise to r1.
6.5.6. There were no other comments.
