7.1.1.3. Changes in Cl. 9.7, 9.12, main change in Cl. 9.22.2 and10.1.4.3.4.
7.2. Editor noted that he included all motioned changes in the July F2F, volunteers to review please send email, the draft 2.1to be ready by Friday.

8.1.3.1. Alfred: For CID 3971, originator parameter should be 0-10, in draft 12 bits are reserved (8.4.1.15a).

8.1.3.1.1. Yongho makes change in 6.3.29.3.2 Semantics of the service primitive.

8.1.3.2. Mitsuru points out some inconsistency, as some cases are set to 15.

8.1.3.2.1. Yongho changes parameter to 0-15.

8.1.3.2.1.1. Alfred: We can change it to be 0-10, 15.

8.1.3.2.1.1.1. Yongho makes the change.

8.1.3.3. For CID 4031, Yongho spots a mistake in the description of ReceiveTIMs in 6.3.2.2.2 
Semantics of the service primitive, makes the relevant change.
