8.1.2.3. Deleted the two acronyms from subclause 3.3 (CID 3992, 3993) in Subclause 3.3, Abbreviations and acronyms,  S1G_SHORT and S1G_LONG.

8.1.3. Discussions:
8.1.3.1. Alfred: For CID3426, should have instructions to editor and point to the relevant document.

8.1.3.1.1. Yongho makes the changes.

8.1.3.2. Alfred: For CID 3122, the Revmc will only finalised in 2 year’s time, but the draft is confusing without resolution. Yongho:  We should reflect such changes to Revmc. Alfred:  OK, can bring it up to Revmc now. Yongho: Will remove the resolution for this CID for now.

Yongho: Does the sentence “The S1G STA shall attempt to either be awake to receive the next S1G Beacon frame that is transmitted at a TBTT or shall queue for transmissiont a Probe Request frame when it receives a Change Sequence field that contains a value that is different from the previously received Change Sequence field. When an S1G STA transmits a Probe Request frame to obtain the updated system information, it may include the Change Sequence field element in the Probe Request frame to request a compressed Probe Response frame.” apply to non tim sta? Alfred clarifies. Yongho: Should we change "shall" to "should"?Alfred:  Can submit another comment, for now feel there should be a mandatory behaviour so use "shall". Yongho: OK

9.2. Ron: Alfred mentioned other resolutions, are those already reviewed or coming up?
