6. Review the current status of LB205 comment resolution (11-14/1372r5)
6.1. Chair noted that there is no update this week, will update next week based on results of this week’s call.

7. Submissions to address comments received on Draft 3.0
7.1. 11-14/1569r0, lb205-clause-9-comment-resolution (Yongho Seok (NEWRACOM))  
7.1.1. This submission proposes comment resolutions of Clause 9 comments from TGah Draft 3.0, regarding  CIDs 5292, 5484, 5221, 5293, 5225, 5226, 5227, 5483, 5097, 5090, 5297, 5298, 5228, 5452 (14 CIDs).

7.1.2. Changes are:

7.1.2.1. For CID 5292, at p251, line 29, sub-clause 9.7.6.1, to delete “short preamble” .

7.1.2.1.1. Discussions. Alfred: S1G long preamble not used in control frames, intention is that these are sent using format that can be decoded by all STAs. Yongho gives an example in  which control response frame can’t use short GI in baseline. Alfred: Certain STAs that can't decode S1G_LONG can't decode such control frames if long preamble is used. Yongho suggests an addition to revmc  at 9.7.6.7, some sentences still use long preamble for control frames, eg. 9.7.6.6 1st para. Alfred: That's wrong, should change.  Any cases where long preamble is used for control frame? Yongho: Think long preamble is possible. Alfred: -Don’t think it is used in any other case. Should long preamble be used for control frames? Yongho: Unsure about control response frame. Yongho suggests to use "with no long preamble".  Alfred suggests a change and Yongho updates the wording.

7.1.2.2. For CID 5484, at p254, line 43, 9.7.6.5.4b, to replace "STA" with "STAs" in the appropriate place.

7.1.2.3. For CID 5221, at p 255, line 21, 9.7.6.6, to replace “Channel Bandwidth of PPDU during the multiple frame exchange sequences in a TXOP shall be the same or narrower than the Channel Bandwidth of the preceding PPDU.” with “In a TXOP, a STA shall not set the TXVECTOR parameter CH_BANDWIDTH to a value greater than the RXVECTOR parameter CH_BANDWIDTH for the next frame exchange sequence.”

7.1.2.4. For 5293, at p255, line 35, 9.7.6.6, to replace “the OBSS mitigation support”.
7.1.2.4.1. Alfred spots a possible error. Yongho clarifies, modifies resolution.
7.1.2.4.1.1. Alfred asks a question regarding CID 5483. Alfred: How is it done in 11ac? Yongho clarifies, for 11ah use COLOR field. Alfred: Let's discuss offline.
7.1.2.5. For CID 5297, at p 265, line 01, 9.22.2.4, to remove the first paragraph of this subclause.

7.1.2.6. Inserted the following paragraph after Table 9-10a of subclause 9.22.2.5a:

"When a STA and the BSS, of which the STA is a member, both support multiple channel widths, an EDCA TXOP is obtained based solely on activity of the primary channel. "Idle medium" in this subclause means "idle primary channel." Likewise "busy medium" means "busy primary channel."

7.1.2.7. For CID 5452, at p269, line 09, 9.22.2.9, to replace "is permitted and accounts for" with "allows for".

7.1.2.8. For  CID 5097, to modify sub-clause 9.20a. 

7.1.3. Yongho will upload r1, prepare resolution for CID 5298, and present it at next call.
7.2. 11-14/1577r0,  MAC resolution subclause 10.3.5.11-10.44c.7-10.5.22 (Zander Lei (Institute for Infocomm Research)  ) 
7.2.1. This submission proposes resolution to comments in D3.0 subclauses 10.3.5.11, 10.5.22, and 10.44c.7. There are total 7 CIDs addressed: 5467, 5459, 5460, 5461, 5345, 5113, and 5114. 

7.2.2. Changes are in:

7.2.2.1. For CID 5467, to modify the first bullet point under item b) in subclause 10.5.2.2 (Procedure at the originator) of TGah D3.1,

7.2.2.2. For CIDs 5459, 5460, 5461, to modify the first paragraph of the subclause 10.3.5.11 (Service type indication during association) of TGah D3.1,

7.2.2.3. For CIDs 5460, 5113, to modify the following definition in Subclause 3.2 (Definitions specific to IEEE 802.11) of TGah D3.1: sensor station (STA).

7.2.2.4. For CID 5114, to modify the 3rd paragraph of Subclause 10.48.7 (S1G BSS type and STA type) of TGah D3.1.

7.2.3. Discussions: 

7.2.3.1. For CID 5345. Alfred: This is my comment, many signalling depend on STA type support field, like to have a consistent way of saying this. Zander: There are 2 ways specified in text. Alfred: Yes, like to define one, can find the places where there are two different terminologies. Alfred gives an example and in 9.24.1. Zander: OK, can work on the places with two different terminologies and define one way. How about ask editor to follow up? Alfred: That's ok. Zander changes resolution for this CID to ‘revised’.
