	"The reasons for refusing a DCT request are beyond the scope of this standard..." -- If there is no an explicit judging criterion, an AP or PCP can always refuse a DCT request.
	Need to define a feasible criterion for an AP or PCP to accept or refuse a DCT request.
	


Proposed resolution: Rejected
The following discretions are cited from 10.39.5 in TGaj D0.5:

 “…A DCT  (dynamic channel transfer) request may be refused by a DCT responder AP or PCP for some reason such as the BSS is busy. The reasons for refusing a DCT request are beyond the scope of this standard but may include reduced quality of service, unacceptable power consumption, measurement scheduling conflicts, or other significant factors. ”
It is difficult to define a criterion for different scenarios for a DCT responder PCP/AP to accept a DCT request. It might be implementation dependent or beyond the scope of this standard. So at this stage, it would be better not to define the criterion in the standard. If we have good idea on this issue in the future, then we can revisit it by submitting a new comment later. 
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
