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Minutes of Meeting on Tue 4 Nov 2014
 
Order

· Called to order at 1335 by Andrew Myles

Patents

· Patent policy presented.

 

Agenda

· The Standing Committee agenda is found in 11-15/0023r0 (updated to 11-15/0023r1) and was approved via unanimous consent

Minutes

· The minutes (11-14/1553r0) from the San Antonio meeting were also approved by unanimous consent.

 

Goals

· The goals of the committee were presented again, but have not been updated since their reaffirmation in March 2014.

 

Liased documents

· The list of previously liaised documents was given

· 802.11

· IEEE 802.11ai and IEEE 802.11ah will likely be ready for initial liaisons in the March timeframe, so a decision on those documents will taken at the plenary meeting then.

· The 802.11mc Sponsor Ballot pool has opened and it would seem reasonable to inform the JTC1/SC6 participants that they may join the ballot pool (as anyone can). 

· A motion to “request the IEEE 802.11 WG Chair send a liaison informing JTC1/SC6 of the balloting opportunity” was moved by James Lepp (BlackBerry) and seconded by Karen Randall (Randall Consulting).

· The vote was 9-0-0 (Yes-No-Abstain), so the motion was approved. 

· 802.1

· No other drafts are known to be ready for liaison at this time, but there are some IEEE 802.1 drafts that would likely be ready in March.

· 802.15

· The discussion on moving IEEE 802.15’s liaison from ISO/IEC JTC1/SC31 to JTC1/SC6 is in process but has not been resolved, according to Jodi Haasz (IEEE Staff). 

Openness

· Paul Nikolich (IEEE 802 Chair) will check on IEEE 802.15 balloting rules in relationship to the openness of the comment resolution rules

· Andrew Myles (Cisco) will check with Paul in March to get an update on what he has learned.

 

New activities

· JTC1/SC6 has been informed of the start of new study groups such as the IEEE 802.1 Local Address Study Group, the IEEE 802.11 Next Generation Positioning Study Group, and several others. 

· The hope is that this will encourage participation in these efforts by JTC1/SC6 participants.

 

Updated ballot statuses

· 802.11

· IEEE 802.11ac and IEEE 802.11af are both waiting to start their 5-month FDIS (Final Draft International Standard) ballots.

· 802.1

· IEEE 802.1AEbw, IEEE 802.1AEbn, and IEEE 802.22 are in the midst of the 5-month FDIS ballots, all closing in February. 

· With the recent publication of IEEE 802.1Xbx, it is now ready to submit for JTC1/SC6 approval.

· IEEE 802.1Q-2014 has just been submitted for ratification.

· IEEE 802-2014 needs comment resolution coming out of its 60-day pre-ballot; that’s likely to happen this week. 

· 802.3

· IEEE 802.3.1 is about to start its 5-month ballot.  

TePA

· No updates have been seen on the statuses of the Chinese proposals to JTC1/SC6 for TePA (Tri-element Peer Authentication)-based protocols. 

Other proposals

· The “WLAN Cloud” and “Optimization Technology in WLAN” proposals were supposed to be discussed in teleconferences in JTC1/SC6/WG7, but none have been scheduled. 

· It’s possible discussion will be deferred until the next JTC1 meeting in Ghent, BE in May.

PSDO

· The PSDO (Peer Standards Development Organization) agreement between IEEE 802 and ISO/IEC JTC1/SC6 has expired. 

· For now, both parties are operating under the terms of the expired agreement. 

· An updated agreement is expected sometime in 2015.  

· IEEE staff expects to process the agreement through the IEEE-SA (Standards Association); the IEEE 802 working group is going to push back on that and request inclusion in the process to draw up the new agreement.

· The SC was fully in favor of the concept that IEEE 802 should be consulted on the terms of any new agreement. 

· Paul Nikolich made a motion to “recommend to the IEEE 802 EC that IEEE 802 notify IEEE staff that IEEE 802 be consulted on the changes to the PSDO agreement with ISO”.  Mick Seaman seconded it.

· The vote was 11-0-0.  Nikolich will bring this matter up with the IEEE 802 EC.

Ghent meeting

· The initial Ghent meeting agendas will not be ready until too late to be considered during this IEEE 802 interim meeting.  

· Because of vagaries in the timing of the final JTC1/SC6 agendas and document submissions, the standing committee will be left having to prepare for the Ghent meeting during the March plenary, although it would be possible for the committee to meet by teleconference in mid- to late April.  

· Andrew Myles will notify the committee of the teleconference details in March.  

· While there aren’t likely to be any surprises in the agenda, it is possible that agenda topics could be raised past the SC’s ability to generate and approve a response.  

· The IEEE 802 delegation currently includes Adrian Stephens (Intel, IEEE 802.11 Chair) and Jodi Haasz.  

· In March, the IEEE 802 WG Chairs will be requested to supply updates on their WGs to be presented during the JTC1/SC6 meeting.

SC6 mailing list

· IEEE 802-designated experts may join the JTC1/SC6 mailing list.  As SC Chair, Myles is authorized to designate IEEE 802 experts.  

· So far, there has been no traffic observed on the mailing list.

Style

· Mick Seaman noted that Hans Rudolf-Thomann has objected to style elements of various IEEE specifications in the past, noting that the IEEE conventions are not in line with ISO/IEC JTC1 conventions.  

· IEEE 802 has rebutted these arguments by noting that the specifications are written in the IEEE style and are consistent with that.  

· Seaman reviewed the 2012 version of the IEEE Style Manual, which has language that indicates that documents that are to be also ratified by ISO/IEC JTC1 should attempt to also adhere to that body’s style guide.  

· Attempting to meet both styles could very well lead to style clashes and IEEE rule violations.  Seaman believes that IEEE 802 should obtain a waiver from any interpretation of the IEEE Style Guide that would force us to meet the ISO/IEC style rules.  

· Seaman will provide a run-through of the potential pitfalls to the SC  during the March meeting.  

· That will then be used to have a conversation with IEEE Staff to ensure IEEE 802 is not subject to an unfavorable reading of the IEEE Style Guide.  

· Michelle Turner (IEEE-SA Chief Editor) will be at the next plenary meeting; 

· Andrew Myles will invite her to the JTC1 SC meeting to discuss the matter and request a reading on the rules.
