6.1. Chair noted that the status of comments:

6.1.1. Chair emphasized that there are 214 comments in total. 
6.1.2. Chair had assigned all comments to members who were helping to address similar comments in previous LB
6.1.3. Chair mentioned that the allocation is a first attempt and meant to have the allocation fast. Members can continue to volunteer and there may be changes needed. For example, some comments are referring to a wrong sub-clause (e.g.6226), some comments do not comment on a specific clause. 
6.1.4. Chair went through the spreadsheet according to assignee. 
6.2. Zander commented that 9.45.2 should be assigned to Shoukang, instead of Matthew, according to LB205. Chair noted down the 2 CIDs (6144 and 6146) affected and would update it later.
