Meeting Minutes

Chair Jim Lansford (CSR) called the meeting to order at 13:03 ET

Chair shows 802.11-15/286r0 February 27th agenda.

Chair asks for changes, none are heard, agenda is adopted. 

Chair reads slides 4, 5, 6 Administrative items, Other items, and Tiger Team operating rules

Chair asks are there any corrections to the minutes, hearing none, the minutes are accepted by unanimous consent. 

Chair brings up Strawpoll report 15/0288r0, which received 94 respondents, and lots of comments will be folded into the final report. 49 people wanted name and affiliation included in final report, 45 did not. 

Final report 14/1596r2 was not updated since last week. The consolidated comments 15/175r3 is updated, and powerpoint 15/250r3 are updated.

Chair brings up slides 9 Old Business and 10 Remaining agenda items. Next week’s call will be 90 minutes at this same time. 

Chair resumes proposed comment resolutions with CID 46. It is most likely that this report must be voted March 10th 10:30am Berlin time in the 802.11/.15 Regulatory Standing Committee in order to reach approval by IEEE 802 in March. 

At the end of our time, Chair says we got through CID 55 of comment resolutions, and the discussed changes will be incorporated. Some easy editorials will also be put in the 1596r2 revision. Chair notes there are proposed resolutions for almost every comment, there are about five or six comments with no proposed resolutions, and the updated 15/175r3 comment resolution spreadsheet will be open for email discussion and proposed resolutions.
