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Minutes of Meeting on Tue 12 May 2015 
Order

· The chair, Andrew Myles, called the meeting to order at 1:33 p.m. on Tuesday.

 

Agenda

· The Standing Committee agenda is found in 11-15/1030r02.  

· Dan Harkins moved to approve the agenda.  James Lepp seconded the motion.  The motion was approved without dissent. 

Minutes

· Dan Harkins moved to approve the minutes (11-15/1011r00) from the Waikoloa meeting.  James Lepp seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously.

 Goals

· The goals of the JTC1 SC remain the same as they have been since their last approval by the IEEE 802 Executive Committee (EC) in March 2014.  They are found in the agenda, slide 11, and are not repeated here.  For the benefit of new attendees, Myles explained the goals in some depth.

Document liaisons

· No documents have been sent in liaison to JTC1/SC6 since March of 2015.

· IEEE 802.11ah and IEEE 802.11ai are the next likely candidates.

Activity liaisions

· Following the July plenary, IEEE 802 notified JTC1/SC6 of the following new activities: IEEE 802.3 NG-EPON SG, IEEE 802.3 2.5Gb/s and 5 Gb/s Backplane and Short Reach Copper SG, and IEEE 802.15.4 Consolidated LLC Study Group.

 PSDO statsus

· Eight IEEE 802 standards are in the PSDO pipeline at the moment. 

· IEEE 802 (the base standard), IEEE 802.1Xbx, IEEE 802.1Q-Rev, IEEE 802.1AX are in their 5-month FDIS ballots.

· IEEE 802.1BA and IEEE 802.1BR are in their initial 60-day pre-ballots. 

· Pre-ballots for IEEE 802.22a and IEEE 802.3bx are on hold and will be discussed again during the November plenary.

 SC6 meeting

· The next SC6 meeting is the week of February 29, 2016 in Xi’an, CN.  

· Based on the deadline for submission of documents for decision at that meeting, the JTC1 SC will be able to consider those documents during the January IEEE 802 interim meeting in Atlanta.

· If IEEE 802 wants to submit documents to SC6, it will need to make that decision during the November plenary meeting in Dallas

SC6 HoD

· Adrian Stephens will not be able to participate in this meeting as IEEE 802 Head of Delegation (HoD). 

· A volunteer is needed as HoD, preferably a Mandarin speaker. 

· That point will be addressed in January, when there’s a better idea of the agenda and what urgency there is for an IEEE 802 delegation.

 

SC6 work

· The Chinese TePA proposals still appear to be dead. 

· The UHT and EUHT (analogues of IEEE 802.11n/802.11ac) proposals also appear to be dead.  

· The proposals for WLAN Cloud and Optimization Technology in WLAN also continue to appear to be dead. 

· These were perhaps the items of greatest concern to IEEE 802 coming out JTC1/SC6/WG1.
