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Minutes of Meeting on Tue 12 May 2015 
Order

· The Standing Committee (SC) Chair, Andrew Myles, called the meeting to order at 1:31 p.m.

 

Agenda

· The SC agenda is found in 11-15/1222r03 (updated to 11-15/1222r04). 

· Glen Parsons made a motion to approve the agenda.  Karen Randall seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

 

Minutes

· A motion to approve the minutes (11-15/1221r00) from the Bangkok meeting was made by Peter Yee.  James Lepp seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

 

Goals

· The goals of the JTC1 SC remain the same as they have been since their last approval by the IEEE 802 Executive Committee (EC) in March 2014.

· They are found in the agenda, slide 11, and are not repeated here.

 

Drafts to SC6

· Under the PSDO (Peer Standards Development Organization) agreement between IEEE 802 and ISO/IEC JTC1/SC6, IEEE 802 sends drafts as they mature and are approved within IEEE.

· 802.11

· IEEE 802. 11aq should be close to being ready for liaison. 
· Andrew Myles wil take action to contact TG Chair

· 802.1

· IEEE 802.1 has some drafts that could be sent on as well: IEEE 802.1Qbz and IEEE 802.1AC

· Rev.  John Messenger will take the action to make that happen in IEEE 802.1.

· IEEE 802.1AB-Rev also appears to be ready to be sent on as well

· IEEE 802.1Qca needs one editorial change before it can be sent for its 60-day pre-ballot.  

· 802.3

· IEEE 802.3 has three documents that could move on, but they have historically only sent full revisions to IEEE 802.3 for FDIS approval.

· IEC TC22 is working on an in-vehicle gigabit Ethernet standard of its own. 

· IEEE 802.3 sending amendments could potentially head off the development of that standard which might otherwise end up clashing with existing and planned IEEE 802.3 work. 

· 802.15

· Peter Yee will check with Bob Heile as to which IEEE 802.15 documents that WG is willing to send to JTC1/SC6.

· 802.22

· IEEE 802.22a and IEEE 802.22b are ready to go into the FDIS process but have not yet started down that path.

 

Central desktop

· Jodi Haasz noted that IEEE will be adding content from the agenda slides to the IEEE Central Desktop showing the status of documents in the PSDO process. 

PSDO process

· To date, 16 standards have completed the PSDO  process. 

· At least 8 documents are in the pipeline, although a couple of those are on hold.  

· The base IEEE 802 standard closed its 5-month FDIS ballot at the beginning of the month. 

· A single comment was received and will be dealt with during this meeting.  

· IEEE 802.1Xbx and IEEE 802.1Q-Rev will close their 5-month FDIS ballots in January 2016. 

· Comment resolution, if necessary, will take place during the Macau meeting in March. 

· The China NB (National Body) submitted one negative comment on IEEE 802-2014 for its 5-month FDIS ballot. 

· That comment (also made during the 60-day pre-ballot) relates to perceived issues with management of network resources. 

· This may be related to some upset with the functioning of the IEEE RAC (Registration Authority Committee).  

· In response to the comment during the 60-day pre-ballot, IEEE 802 pointed to the IEEE RA (Registration Authority) and WG officers are suitable sources of network resource allocation and information.  

· The SC suggested sending the essence of IEEE 802’s response again. 

· Without having further information on what specific information or network resource allocation the China NB is having an issue with, it is difficult to determine why that response was not sufficient.  

· Karen Randall will draft the response to the China NB for consideration and approval by IEEE 802.1.

· IEEE 802.1BR-2012 received one comment from the China NB.  

· That comment requested the definition of the VSI Discovery Protocol (VDP).  

· IEEE 802.1 determined that the reference to VDP was in an informative annex and that there was reference to IEEE 802.1Q that covers the definition.  

· The VSI Perceive Mechanism that was also mentioned in the comment does not appear in IEEE 802.1Q.

· IEEE 802.1BA-2011 received a comment from the China NB that would appear to be requesting a MIB within the document.  

· IEEE 802.1 believes that a MIB is not appropriate as this is a profile document.  

· Another comment noted that there are other related protocols (Dante, CobraNet and EtherSound) and asked why they were not compared for compatibility with IEEE 802.1BA.  

· IEEE 802.1 responded that they are not compatible and have no relationship to IEEE 802.1 AVB (Audio/Video Bridging) standards, therefore no consideration has been given to them in IEEE 802.1BA.

· Both IEEE 802.22a and IEEE 802.22b will soon be submitted for 60-day pre-ballots.

· Apruva Mody has already gotten the approvals in IEEE 802.22. 

· Jodi Haasz will get the process rolling through the PSDO agreement.

· IEEE 802.3bx will be submitted to 60-day pre-ballot soon, with the exact timing to be determined.

SC6 meeting

· The next SC6 meeting is at the end of February 2016 in Xi’an, CN. 

· There aren’t any known IEEE 802 attendees who are currently planning to attend the meeting, but interested parties are requested to volunteer.  

· There’s nothing submitted yet for the agenda that concerns IEEE 802, but there are concerns that many items may show up right around the initial document deadline of January 15, 2016.  

· That deadline occurs just prior to the IEEE 802 interim meeting in Atlanta in January.  

· JTC1/SC6/WG1 will meet in Xi’an and an initial, minimal agenda has been posted.  

· WG7’s initial agenda hasn’t been filled in because they are holding an interim meeting in Barcelona contemporaneously with this IEEE 802 plenary meeting.
