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Minutes of Meeting on Tue 19 Jan 2016 
Order

· The chair, Andrew Myles, called the JTC1 SC meeting to order at 1:33 p.m.
Agenda

· The SC agenda is found in 11-16/0001r04. Mick Seaman moved for approval of the agenda.  Karen Randall seconded the motion.  The motion was accepted with no modifications to the agenda.
Minutes

· Brian Weis made a motion to approve the minutes (11-15/1484r00) from the Dallas meeting.  Dan Harkins seconded the motion, which was approved unanimously.
Doument liaison

· IEEE 802 sends draft documents to JTC1/SC6/WG1 for comment.

· No IEEE 802.11 drafts have been sent since the Dallas meeting, but IEEE 802.1, IEEE 802.3, and IEEE 802.15 have sent drafts since then

PSDO status

· The initial 60-day pre-ballots for IEEE 802.22a and IEEE 802.22b closed in December.

· The 5-month FDIS ballot for IEEE 802.1Xbx closed in December (ahead of schedule for unknown reasons), receiving one “no” vote from the China National Body. 

· IEEE 802.1 has already prepared a response to the Chinese comments, which are essentially a rehash of comments previously submitted by the China National Body.

· The IEEE 802 EC will review the response for release to JTC1/SC6 during the March plenary.

·  IEEE 802.1BA and IEEE 802.1BR should be ready for their 5-month FDIS ballot, now that responses to comments from the 60-day pre-ballots have been sent back to JTC1/SC6

· IEEE 802.1Qca is close to being ready for a 60-day pre-ballot as are IEEE 802.3bx and IEEE 802.3bw.

 SC6 meeting status

· The next SC6 meeting will be held the week of February 29, 2016 in Xi’an CN. 

· The documents for that meeting are slowly trickling out on the SC6 reflector, despite them being due on January 15th.

· The current agenda for WG1 appears to be essentially content free with regards to IEEE 802

· 2 hours are allocated to IEEE 802 discussions with no details given.

· There are no volunteers from IEEE 802 to attend the meeting.

· Overall attendance at the meeting is posited to be low. 

· The US National Body will not be attending; the UK National Body has withdrawn and is only observing.

· For the SC6 meeting, each of the IEEE 802 working groups is to provide a snapshot of working group status

· IEEE 802.1’s status report will be provided within the next week or two.

SC6 meeting submissions

· At the Xi’an meeting, WG1 will consider Human Body Communications, which may be of interest to IEEE 802.15.6. 

· WG7 will look at a proposal from China Telecom and IWNCOMM to standardize an Access Controller coordinator

· The coordinator facilitates connecting Access Points and Access Controllers dynamically (via, e.g., CAPWAP), including handling load management. 

· A separate proposal from Peking University looks at “Convergence Service for Interworking of Heterogeneous Wireless Networks”

· It allows connections via disparate wireless protocols.

· Security is handled by the initial connection and then coordinated with other access protocols should the authenticated device roam away from its initial connection. 

· Protocols mentioned in the proposal are Bluetooth, ZigBee, WLAN, Z-Wave, and more.

 Macau meeting

· Dan Harkins inquired whether members of the China National Body might be invited to the Macau meeting in March to discuss the issues that keep arising between them and IEEE 802. 

· It was noted that it is unlikely that a face-to-face discussion would resolve the differences of opinion over IEEE 802.1X, for example.
