Proposed resolution: Reject
45MG STAs are newly defined in 11aj in parallel with HT/VHT/DMG STAs although a number of mechanisms defined for DMG STAs are adopted by 45QMG STAs. Different kinds of STAs may reuse channel numbers, such as DMG STAs and HT STAs both use channel number {1,2,3… }. In 26.10, the channel numbers are only used for the 45MG STAs that only support the channel bandwidth of 1.08 or 0.54 GHz. The channel bandwidth of 2.16 GHz is for CDMG STA that operates on 60GHz only. So 45MG STAs may reuse some of the channel numbers that are also used by CDMG STAs.

45MG STAs are newly defined in 11aj in parallel with HT/VHT/DMG/CDMG STAs although they also adopt a number of mechanisms currently defined for DMG STAs. We have added the corresponding description of 45MG MAC STA architecture, since 45MG STA may support omnidirectional transmission and dynamic bandwidth operation based on EDCA. Therefore, we have added some specific description in 10.22.2 for 45MG STA. In other words, the changes in 10.22.2 (EDCA) in IEEE802.11aj 2.0 are applicable for 45MG STAs only. 
In 45MG and CDMG STAs are two different kinds STAs that operate on different frequency band following with different PHY and MAC mechanisms. However, as defined in 11aj, CMDG STAs follow the same rule as DMG STAs but there is no change for CDMG STAs here. Therefore, the changes here could not be removed.
9.2 MAC architecture

9.2.1 General

Change the first paragraph as follows:

The MAC architecture is shown in Figure 9-1 (Non-DMG STA MAC architecture), Figure 9-2 (DMG STA MAC architecture) and Figure9-2a (45MG STA MAC architecture).

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Figure 9-2a—45MG STA MAC architecture




In a 45MG STA:

· The MAC provides services using the 45MG channel access mechanisms.

· Specific rules apply for access during scheduled periods, which include the association beamforming training (A-BFT) period, announcement transmission interval (ATI), contention based access period (CBAP), and service period (SP).

· The DCF is used during contention based access periods.

· Dynamic allocation (9.36.7 (Dynamic allocation of service period)) is built on service period and contention based access period.
