9.4.2.79 BSS Max Idle Period element 
The Max Idle Period field indicates the idle timeout limit, as described in 11.24.13 and is expressed in units of 1000 TUs.
Abstract





The BSS Max Idle Period element is described in Cl. 9.4.2.79 and its use is described in Cl. 11.24.13. There is no description of the units in which the value in the Max Idle Period field (except in Annex-C). Cl. 11.24.13 states “The Max Idle Period field of the BSS Max Idle Period element indicates the time period during which a STA�can refrain from transmitting frames to its associated AP without being disassociated.” It is not clear what the referred “time period” is; and how its value is determined from the value in the Max Idle Period field.





This submission proposes to add a statement to Cl. 9.4.2.79 descrining the units in which the value in the Max Idle Period field is specified.
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
