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Goals of process
· To ensure that any mechanisms added to 802.11 are effective and of high quality

· To ensure that a response meets the needs of 3GPP
Process

1. A call for contributions is made

2. All contributions received by the deadline indicated in the call for contributions will be considered in TGmd

a. This could be an iterative process of starting with abstract ideas and ending up with concrete proposals, using straw polls to validate direction

3. Changes to the draft revision will not be considered for inclusion in the draft until they meet the contributions requirements listed below.

4. If multiple conflicting contributions addressing the same purpose are received, TGmd will select a single contribution by down-selection & confirmation vote.  Therefore, authors of conflicting contributions are encouraged to work together to identify a single solution.
a. This requirement applies only to contributions that introduce new mechanisms.  Contributions intended to fix flaws in existing mechanisms are not subject to this step.

5. Authors of proposals should realize (and express their intent) that their material will be balloted and receive comments, and that they should be prepared to participate in resolving those comments.  Likewise, comments might be received from 3GPP and they need to be prepared to participate in resolving those comments.
Contributions Requirements

A contribution that adds any new features to the draft revision needs:

1. to be compatible with the existing standard and avoid unnecessary changes

2. to state the purpose of the feature, e.g. the feature is intended to provide a measure to help LWA make activation/deactivation decisions
3. to state how the accuracy requirements may be specified
4. to explain its costs (e.g., on the air overhead, complexity of implementation) and benefits
5. to provide credible simulations or measurements demonstrating the feasibility and performance of the proposal including:
a. accuracy performance and/or metric repeatability
b. expected range of metric value
c. expected duration of metric validity

d. possible sources of error or bias in the metric
