The CAG Number element provides one or more current version numbers of the CAG (CAG Version) associated with the AP, where each version number is associated with a specific advertisement protocol. The CAG Number element is optionally present in the Beacon or Probe Response frame to reduce GAS frame exchanges when dot11InterworkingServiceActivated is true.

The Advertisement Protocol ID subfield is an 8-bit subfield and carries a value equal to the Advertisement Protocol ID of the advertisement protocol associated with the CAG Version in the same CAG Tuple field. · Query AP List ANQP-element(11ai)

The Query AP List ANQP-element provides a list of APs and a list of identifiers of ANQP-elements that the requesting STA is querying.
