Discussion: Ordering of Amendments aj, aq and ak -- AJ may move ahead of aq and ak. This will result in editorial changes to ak. This will cause at the least renumber some clauses (a new clause cannot be inserted before or after a non-existent clause).

Is there a risk in the completion of ak, causing aq to be blocked if they resolve the outstanding sponsor ballot comments?

There may be a industry need for aq

 

Tasks to complete: Recirculate resolution of comments (and corresponding changes); recirculate unchanged draft; generate and approve a report to the EC on all sponsor comments (especially the NO votes and their resolution); and request a conditional approval -- all these need to be completed by Jan 26th (the submission deadline for REVCOM).

Comments (the sponsor ballot recirculation is not complete)

(a) PviiiL23: Accept proposed change
(b) P4L5: Accept proposed change
(c) P4L11: Definition of DSAF is changed by 802.11ak. This definition should be in 3.1 (and not in 3.2 as in (d) D5.0). Accept the proposed change
(e) P6L27: Mesh BSS is defined/described in Cl. 4.3.20 (802.11-2016).  802.11ah inserted a subclause before 4.3.20. Hence Mesh BSS should be clause 4.3.21. Accept the proposed change
 

There could more errors of this kind -- the editor needs to perform a sanity check on Clause numbers in D5.0 with reference to 802.11-2016, ai and ah.

(f) P8L10: Revise Replace "a specific" with "the"

(g) P8L14: There are two requirements both of which can happen -- Accept the proposed change
(h) P8L17: Replace "uses" with "can use" in "destination, the AP retransmits it and uses the selective reception facility to stop the originating". Reject the comment. Unicast to all recipient but the original is another mechanism that could be used (see next paragraph)

(i) P9L3: Replace "services" with "service" in "MAC service data unit (MSDU) delivery services " -- this comment is not in the list but was made during the discussion of the next comment. Watch for more such occurrences

(j) P9L11-13: Delete this paragraph. Accept the proposed change.

(k) P9L24:  MAC-SAP Function should be MAC-SAP function. REVISE; Accept proposed change and fix in all figures 4-13a, 4-13b and 4-13c. Look for other occurrences of MAC-SAP Function and replace them with MAC-SAP function

(l) P9L28-30 should be moved to a place where IBSS and PBSS is not the focus. Fix the paragraph to apply for IBSS and PBSS; and copy this paragraph to where (4.3.27.3.3) BSS is discussed (to contrast GLK BSS and non-GLK BSS) -- REVISE: Duplicate this paragraph in 4.3.27.3.3 as a new 4th paragraph, changing "from a non-GLK AP's 802.11 link" to "between a GLK AP's 802.11 links and a non-GLK AP's 802.11 links" and "either or both" to "any of the three".  In the paragraph left here, change "a non-GLK AP's 802.11 link" to "a non-GLK STA's 802.11 IBSS/PBSS links", delete "that can only be connected to an Internal Sublayer Service SAP via a DS and portal", change "Internal Sublayer Service SAPs" to "MAC-SAPs"
(m) P9L42: Accept proposed change
(n) P9L33: "The two Internal Sublayer Service SAPs shown could even be safely connected" which two are referenced? Replace "Internal Sublayer Service SAP" to "MAC-SAP". Accept the proposed change.

(o) P11L40: Accept proposed change
(p) P22L18-20: Accept proposed change
(q) P22L21:  Revise. 

	Delete this setence/paragraph.

	Replace sentence with "In a GLK STA's MAC data plane architecture, the role-specific behavior block is as shown in Figure 5-8.  The MAC service inferface to this block includes a station vector, to provide the selective delivery service to a GLK convergence function."


(r) P52L18: "The STA is not authorized to use GLK per local policy". There is no reference to this reason code anywhere in the draft. Need more discussion in the TG
(s) P63L27: non-SYNRA MPDU should be replaced by MPDUs using a SYNRA in the RA field -- need more discussion in the TG
(t) P75L4: Delete a reference. The deleted reference is referred in the second paragraph of 5.1.4 in the baseline. The editor instruction for 5.1.4 is not clear. If the intent is to replace both the paragraphs in 5.1.4 with the text in D5.0, we are fine. Otherwise we need to address the reference to the deleted reference in Annex-A (of802.11ak D5.0). Recommend not deleting the reference in Annex-A. Should it be 802.1H-1995 or 802.1H-1997.  Accept the proposed change.
