· Q:  3000 STAs per AP is a high number, in deployment, the AP’s power is reduced and may have less STAs per AP, can you check with other companies for their experience? A: will check
· Comment: regarding 3000 STAs per AP, the assumptions for BCS may be different. Today’s deployment has less STAs per AP to guarantee QoS. Requirements for BCS may be different given it is broadcast only.
· Q: are we considering association at all? For example, considering using existing mechanisms such as GCR, 11ax MU-BAR frames? A: if we consider GCR and other existing mechanisms, then we need to consider limited number of STAs per AP. Otherwise, we may consider larger STAs per AP.

· Comment: Encryption of data may be out of scope for BCS.
· Chair: Any additional aspects should be added to this use case?

· Comment: May consider to add a slide with current solutions and the technical gaps that needs to be filled

· Chair: would be helpful. First step is to have a use case descriptions; once the problem is clear, we need to verify whether we have existing solutions.

· Author will upload r1 to mentor with some notes and changes made during the meeting

· Chair recommended to update other use cases in the similar way as the update presented in 11-18/1010r0. For example, in addition to the Stadium use case, updates can be made to the IoT use case and the vehicular use case. The updates can be presented during a later teleconference.
