26.3.2.2 Level 1 dynamic fragmentation 

An originator STA may transmit one dynamic fragment of an MSDU, A-MSDU (if supported by the recipi-ent) or MMPDU that is a non-A-MPDU and that is not sent under a block ack agreement to a recipient STA using level 1 dynamic fragmentation if the Dynamic Fragmentation Support subfield in the HE MAC Capa-bilities Information field of the HE Capabilities element received from the recipient STA is 1, 2 or 3. 

An originator STA may transmit a fragmented MSDU or A-MSDU (if supported by the recipient) under a block ack agreement to a recipient STA using level 1 dynamic fragmentation provided one of the following conditions is met: 

— The Dynamic Fragmentation Support subfield in the HE Capabilities element received from the recipient STA is 1, 2 or 3, and for the block ack agreement associated with the TID of the MSDU or A-MSDU, the HE Fragmentation Operation subfield is 1 if the ADDBA Extension element is present in the ADDBA Response frame received from the recipient STA.

10.4 MSDU, A-MSDU, and MMPDU fragmentation

Change the 4th paragraph as follows:
A fragment is an MPDU, the Frame Body field of which carries (#1452) only a portion of an MSDU, A-MSDU (#CID 22274) or MMPDU. When data are to be transmitted, the number of octets in the fragment (before processing by the security mechanism) shall be limited by dot11FragmentationThreshold and the number of octets in the MPDU that have yet to be assigned to a fragment at the instant the fragment is constructed for the first time. Once a fragment is transmitted for the first time, its frame body content and length shall be fixed until it is successfully delivered to the immediate receiving STA.
