4. Presentations

4.1. Power Efficient Broadcasting

Xiaofei Wang (InterDigital)
· This presentation provides proposals addressing the power efficiency requirement
· Comments regarding that Option 1 may not be sufficient since there will be RX-only devices and there may be rogue STAs; Option 2 may be more preferred. The presenter clarifies that AP should be in charge in determining the broadcast service duration, but Option 1 may be needed to provide feedback or indication to AP regarding needed broadcast service. Option 1 and Option 2 may be complimentary. Agreed to further clarify in the slides and in potential future texts that AP is in charge of determining the eBCS broadcast service duration.
· Comments regarding adding broadcast schedule in, e.g., AP’s beacons.

· Comments regarding that request/response may work well for associated STAs and AP can mandate certain broadcast services are only available for associated STAs.

· Comments to split the proposals into two categories to clarify things: start eBCS service and stop eBCS services. The presenter clarifies that this presentation mostly concentrates on the “stop eBCS service” aspect. Option 1 is included since eBCS duration parameter may be needed to help the AP to determine when to stop eBCS service. Agrees to clarify the text.

4.2. Discovery STA Service Consumption

· This presentation provides proposals addressing the eBCS service discovery requirement using ANQP request/response exchanges

· Question and clarification that some eBCS services may be provided by default, e.g., emergency services. Some eBCS services may require such ANQP request/response exchanges.

4.3. Two additional presentations listed on the agenda are postponed to the next teleconference due to time limitation

4.4. The chair goes through a proposed new work method for TGbc due to travel restrictions and cancellation of F2F meetings in May and July 2020:

· Editor has already included speculative texts that have passed straw polls in the teleconference this far into the SFD and generated the new SFD 11-20/677r0.

· The new SFD 11-20/677 is expected to be updated with additional texts that passes straw polls during the teleconferences and is expected to be closed in June 2020. In June 2020, the new SFD 11-20/677 is expected to be converted to TGbc Draft 0.1 and TGbc will request comments from the WG using ePoll.

· TGbc Draft 0.1 is expected to be updated to TGbc Draft 0.2 and goes through ePoll WGLB to be approved as Draft 1.0 in September 2020.

· No objections regarding the proposed new work method.
