Discussion

The two word term “GAS Query” has been used as a short-hand to refer to a “GAS Query Request” throughout the draft, although there are a couple of places where an alternate explanation is more appropriate (see below). Therefore, the three CIDs above are almost correct, but the addition of some alternative resolution text, results in a “revised” status.

It should be noted that there are many existing occurances of “GAS Query Request” and “GAS Query Response” which are all ok.  The proposed resolution removes the inconsistency of what the two word term “GAS Query” is referring to.
