5.1.1. This presentation raises a number of issues for the current TGbc: whether TGbc should unify UL/DL capabilities and frames; whether DMG should be excluded for TGbc
5.1.2. Discussion on unifying UL/DL capabilities; the group agrees that the capabilities can be unified. However, it may be better to have UL name (or a different name) since UL eBCS is a specific feature. A number of members commented that TGbc should provide different UL/DL eBCS frames for the ease of processing by the the receivers. TGbc needs to explore filtering rules that are available in 11ax and beyond which has UL/DL flags in the preamble to ensure that eBCS frames can be properly received by the intended receivers.
5.1.3. UL/DL descriptions in Clause 4 needs more clarification

5.1.4. Regarding why TGbc D0.1 excludes DMG STAs, it is mostly for the DL eBCS cases since DMG cannot support broadcast for multiple STAs concurrently. More discussion is needed for the UL eBCS case. The author will discuss with DMG experts on this aspect.
