5.1.1. Continue to discuss issues raised during the presentation of 11-21/175 and 11-21/176 presented during the last teleconference
5.1.2. Typo correction in Figure 9-bc12. 
5.1.3. Discussion on security on content address. Comment that security is of concern since some content can be spoofed. Clarification that security should not be a problem if since authentication is added and STAs should wait for EBCS Info Frame. For contents that do not need protection, STAs can proceed to consume directly. There will no longer be broadcast storm issues since there is no longer DL EBCS ANQP request. Suggestion for adding language such as “the information is not secure and should be validated over secure channel”. Also suggest an alternative of using PASN. Another comment that the text would be satisfactory if explanation is added that “the information is not secure”.  Discussion on name of Content Address field and the group decides to leave it as it is.
