In page 383 of 11be draft 0.4, EHT-LTF type and GI duration combinations for various EHT PPDU formats are described.

We can see 1× EHT-LTF and 1.6 μs GI is mandatory for EHT TB PPDU and 1× EHT-LTF and 1.6 μs GI only for non-OFDMA transmisisons. 
We introduced the 1× EHT-LTF because it is useful in UL MU-MIMO. But 1× EHT-LTF hurts performance for a single STA transmission. That is why for OFDMA case, 1× EHT-LTF is diallowed. 
To achieve better performance and simplying the implementation, we suggest to also forbidding usage of 1× EHT-LTF and 1.6 μs GI for EHT TB PPDU for a single STA.
