4. LB268 Results

4.1. There are no new negative comments and no new negative votes. This means that moving forward to SA ballot is now moderately easy.

4.2. There are 39 editorial comments and 17 technical comments.

4.3. Discussion about the possible next steps.

4.4. Q: Regarding option 1, if we reject all the comments from LB268, what happens to the editorial comments.
4.5. A: They could be considered by the IEEE-SA editorial staff.

4.6. Q: What are the differences between the conditional or unconditional approval to go to SA Ballot?

4.7. A: Conditional means that you can create another draft (D5.0) before the SA Ballot, but then you rely on no more negative comments in a recirculation ballot of that draft, before moving to SA Ballot.

4.8. A: Unconditional means that you can move directly to SA Ballot with the existing draft (D4.0), but you rely on the EC deciding that the draft is in a reasonable state to move forwards.

4.9. C: Once the SA Ballot pool is closed, will the WG chair and the TG chair select people from the SA Ballot pool to move forward.

4.10. C: You can still join the 11bc SA Ballot pool until the end of tomorrow (August 31st, 2022)

4.11. C: No, I don’t think so. It’s usual practice that within 802.11, everyone who is in a SA Ballot pool are automatically within the Comment Resolution Committee (CRC), who then process SA Ballot comments.

4.12. C: I think going for conditional approval would be ok, as the September 2022 meeting is an interim and therefore it should not change the 11bc timeline very much.

5.1. There are 56 CIDs. The 39 editorials have been assigned to the editor. There are 17 technical CIDS, of which 5 have already been assigned to a volunteer.
